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6. Hanging the Fan

REMEMBER to turn off power at the breaker.
Follow the steps below to hang your fan properly:

1. Disconnect power at the breaker to the fan location. A licensed
electrician must install the fan (FIG. 5).

2. Remove 1 of 2 screws from the bottom of mounting bracket and
save for use in section 9.

1. Remove the clevis pin and cotter pin, and loosen the two collar
screws from the motor collar (Fig. 10).
Feed motor wires through coupling cover, canopy ring, and canopy.
3. Feed motor wires through downrod assembly.
Thread the downrod assembly onto motor collar. Align the holes of
downrod and collar and insert the cotter pin and clevis pin. Tighten
the two collar screws (Fig. 10).

WARNING: Remember to shut the power off at the circuit breaker or fuse box.

1. Connect ground wires - Important for proper control function.

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12. Installing the LED Luminaire Module (optional)
