Installation Procedure
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Use care when opening the box so that you do not damage 
the panels. 
This product is shipped to you or your retail center after 
carefull inspection. After purchasing the kit, carefully unpack 
and inspect the product for any shipping damage that may 
have occured. If damage is found, report it immediately to the 
store of purchase.
After inspection and during installation, protect the products 
from construction damage by moving them to another room 
or area until ready to install.
Please use the model number located on the side of the box 
or the front of this manual when contacting us with questions 
concerning the installation of this unit.

Read these instructions carefully and familiarize yourself with 
the various parts of the kit.
Allow sufficent time for the parts in this kit to adjust to the 
temperature of the installation area. We do not recommend 
installation of this product at temperatures below 65 degrees.
The mounting surface must be free of dirt, film, waxes,
or any other residues.

Follow the instructions on the color match silicone
sealant tube.
When job is complete, inspect all caulked areas for gaps 
and fill as needed.
Clean up any excess silicone using denatured alcohol and a 
clean cloth.
Be careful not to disturb caulk joints.

Followed carefully, these installation instructions will result in an 
easy, trouble-free installation of your Swan Corporation product.

This manual will give you basic instructions for the installation
of the product in a step-by-step sequence that will work in 
most types of installations. If you have an installation 
application that is not covered by this manual, please call The 
Swan Corporation directly for additional information about 
your application.
Follow all installation instructions. Failure to follow these 
instructions could result in personal injuries, water damage, 
or other damage to floor, pipes, walls or other portions of your
building or home. 

1. Measure the width (A) and depth (B) of the 
    window opening. Trim the sill panel at the same
    width of the opening. (cut off the end with the
    factory holes, they are not used).

2. Measure, mark and cut the sill panel to the sill
    depth measurment (B). Trial fit the sill panel.
    Sand the cut edges with medium grit sand paper.
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Installation Procedure

3.  Measure, mark and cut the left and right vertical 
     panels to the window jamb depth measurment (B). 
    

4. Clean the back of the panel with denatured alcohol.
    

    For height trimming, Note there are two (2) 
    measurments and cuts for the height. The first height
    measurement (C) is for overall height incuding the tab 
    to match up with the sill piece. The second height 
    measurement is the actual inside height. 
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Do not use oil-based cleaners such as mineral spirits to 
clean the panels. The oil in the cleaner will prevent the 
panel from properly adhering to the wall.
 
    

5.  Apply silicone sealant to the underside of the sill 
     panel as shown above. Install the sill panel, press 
     down so the sealant makes good contact.
 
    

9.  After the temporary bracing is removed, refer to the
     caulking section for information on applying color
     match silicone sealant to joints and seams.
 
    

Note:  Press the front lip of the sill panel tightly against
           the existing wall panel

7.  Repeat Step 5 to install the remaining vertical panel. 
    
8.  Install the temporary bracing. Position the bracing
     as shown below. Pad bracing with cloth or cardboard
     to prevent scratching the panels. Keep in place until
     silicone cures (usually 24 hours).
    

The installation is now complete. DO NOT discard these
installation instructions. PLEASE LEAVE THEM WITH
THE HOMEOWNER.
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6.  Apply silicone sealant (A) to a verical panel as shown
     above. Apply a bead of color match silicone sealant  
     (B) to the edge that fits against the sill panel. 
     Install the verical panel and press into place so the
     silicone sealant makes good contact.
